This is a great way to let someone know where you want to go, what you want to do and what you’d 
like for that afternoon snack.  The communicator will not be able to give a dissertation, but this app 
gives them the tools to begin their communication journey. 
 
Speaking of tools, CardTalk offers some interesting features that really help it stand out from other 
free AAC apps.  Maybe your communicator needs to focus on specific words or concepts. Well, 
CardTalk lets you build a personal “deck” of up to 8 cards. This may be limiting for some 
communicators but it could be very empowering for people who struggle when offered too many 
options at once. The deck can be edited and changed as the communicator grows more confident.
